Patron Registration:  
Moon Library added 
1,429 new card holders, 

bringing total registered 
patrons up to 9,938.  

 

Circulation:   
In keeping with the trend 
of the past several years 
our circulation continues 
to rise.   We went from 
215,384  items in circu-
lated in 2008 to 228,809 
items this yearτan in-
crease more than 6%. 
37% of our circulation  is 
adult  and young adult

books; and audiovisual 
and other  materials  ac-
count for the  remaining 
27 % of circulation.

Our 
Wi-Fi use has more than           
doubled, with over 2,600 
log-ins, highlighting the 
role of libraries in filling 
patrons technological 
needs in these modern 
times. 

 
Library Visitors: 
Moon Library opened its 
doors to 120,651 visitors 
in 2009, continuing the 
trend as one of the              
busiest libraries in the 
counties. 
 
Information Specialists: 
Moon Township Public  
Library staff  members 
assisted many patrons 
over the past year and 
answered a combined 
4,790 reference                
questions.
